“...since all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God; they are now justified by His grace
as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a sacrifice
of atonement by His blood, effective through faith.” - Romans 3:23-26

We, as Christians, today walk by faith. People are not perfect, but we move forward with boldness
since we are sure that God forgives us our sins. This was not always true for our ancestors.

For many centuries after the death of Christ, Christians were led to believe that forgiveness and
deliverance from sin was a result of what they did. The people were confused and thought they could
buy God’s love with money or by being good. They were instructed by the Church to buy indulgences
or pardons from the Church for sins committed, thus assuring themselves and their loved ones a
place in heaven.

Martin Luther changed all that. For years Martin Luther, a relatively unknown monk, could not
reconcile the difference between what the Church taught and what he read in the Scriptures. On
October 31, 1517, 494 year ago this year, he nailed 95 concerns or theses about the Church’s
teaching on purgatory, indulgences and other such ideas on the door of the Castle Church in
Wittenberg. Since there were no TVs, radios, cell phones, computers or newspapers in Martin’s day,
this was the acceptable way to get information to the people.

Still, soon all of Europe was talking about Luther's 95 Theses. Many people began to question the
Church and many of its teachings. Martin Luther was hoping his ideas would reform the Church to the
beliefs of the early church following the time of Jesus. His ideas were radical and the Catholic Church
excommunicated him, or threw him out of church membership. Many who accepted his reforms
formed a new church that became known as the Lutheran Church.

We owe Martin Luther much for his scholarly search of the Scripture, translation of the Bible into the
language of the people, and more. But the greatest gift was to find in the Scriptures the answer to his
guestions: “What must | do to win God’s forgiveness for my sins?” The Bible showed him that God
had already done it all by sending Christ who paid the penalty for sin and whose resurrection we
would all share by our faith in Him. That is the Good News of the Gospel - the central message of the
church as great today as it was 494 years ago in Luther’s time, or in Jesus’ own time.
